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Data Lesson Plan

Objectives:
· Students will determine how to collect data.
· Students will form a human pie graph to analyze the data.
Launch  

I am picking out presents for each one you. I want to wrap your presents in your favorite colored wrapping paper. How can I collect your favorite colors so I can wrap your presents? 
Explore:

1. Have students determine how to collect data on their favorite colors.
2. How can we organize this data so I can visualize it?
3. Can we look at this information using ourselves? Let’s make a circle but have all the people whose favorite color is red stand by each other. Same with those whose favorite is green. (Keep going with all the colors that were listed.)
4. Once students are in the circle, divide the color groups using yarn. One person at the edge of the color group holds one end of the yarn and the teacher holds the other in the middle.

5. What does this show us?
