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Standard: Geometry and Measurement. Describe characteristics of basic shapes. Use basic shapes to compose and decompose other objects in various contexts. 1.3.1.1 Describe characteristics of two- and three- dimensional objects, such as triangles, squares, rectangles, circles, rectangular prisms, cylinders, cones, and spheres. 

Materials:

one for each student- paper bag, object in bag, worksheet

Launch:

Brittney will begin the lesson by reading the story, Cubes, Cones, Cylinders, and Spheres by Tana Hoban. She will capture the students’ attention by saying, “Look at this boys and girls! This book does not have any words!” As a class, they will look through the story and find the geometric shapes. They will have a class discussion about the shapes they see. 

Explore:

To record and organize the learning, Jeremy will talk about shapes. He will ask students to come up to the board and draw a triangle, circle, square, rectangle, rectangular prism, and cylinder on the board. He will ask questions like, “How many sides does a triangle have?”  He will help the students label each shape. These shapes on the board will help for the next part of the assignment. 

Next Ashleigh will explain the project to make the students become actively involved. Each student will be given a brown paper bag. They will be asked not to look into their bag. As a class we can guess what is in the bag. Do you think it is your lunch? Ashleigh will get them excited to see what is in the bag! When they are eager to look in the bag Ashleigh will say they can feel what is in the bag but not look. Each student can now put his or her hand in the bag. Ashleigh will explain to them that they will get to feel all of the bags and write down what shape they think they are feeling. We will pass out the worksheet with the word bank of all of the shapes. They can also use the board to help remember the shapes. They will write down their guess on the number that correlates to their bag number. The students will pass their bag forward to the next person to guess the shape in their new bag. The front person will bring it to the person in the back of the next row. 

Summarize:

To lock in the learning we will ask questions about the lesson. We will have students compare and contrast shapes with questions like, “What is the difference between a square and a rectangle? How many sides does a triangle have?”
Apply:

Ashleigh will remind the class of the book that they read at the beginning of the lesson. She will ask the class if they can think of other places they might see geometric shapes. She will tell the class to remember to bring warm hats and gloves tomorrow because we are going to go outside and find shapes around the school. 
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
