Launch:
I was at a birthday party last night and played a game where I had to guess how many jellybeans were in a jar. I had no idea. I knew that there were a lot so I guessed 526. There were only 325 so I didn’t win, but it was sure fun to see what 325 jelly beans looked like. Have any of you ever been someplace where you have had to guess how many objects are in a container?
           
 
Explore:
Today you are all going to get to play a guessing game.
Look at the bags/jars and guess how many objects are in the containers? 
Write down guesses in math journal. 
After they record their guesses, repeat that today is the 100th day of school.
Which one has 100 items in it?
They will record their guess, then break into 4 groups
Each group will then be directed to count the objects in the jar/bag. 

Summarize:
Each group will give a verbal report about the objects they collected and the number in the container and how they counted them. Can you think of different ways to count your objects? (Grouping in 5’s, 10’s, 25’s)

Apply:
At home the students will have to find 100 items and count with their parents/guardians.
