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Number Sense

Grade: 4th

Standard/Benchmark:

4.1.1.1 Demonstrate fluency with multiplication and division facts.

Objectives:

· Students will be able to create correct number sentences using the provided numbers/symbols.

Materials:

· Math Detective Worksheets

· Pencils

· Chalk Board

Launch:


Boys and girls, today we are going to be detectives. Each of you will be given a sheet of clues that you will need to put together to find the answer. Now, as with many cases, the clues might just lead some of you to different answers. So, are you ready to do some detective work?

Explore:

· Prior to the lesson write the numbers 1-10 in different ares of the blackboard. 

· Explain to students that today's activity deals with adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing numbers. 

· Remind students that today they are going to be detectives on the “Case of the Lost Number Sentence.” They will be given a set of “clues” that they will need to use to discover the number sentence for a list of different answers. 

· Write the number 7 on the board. Then demonstrate how you use the clues: numbers 1-4, and the symbols + - x / to create a number sentence that equals 7. For example: (4 x 3) - (3+2)=7

· Explain to students that they will need to work on the clues to find a correct equation and then they can go to the board to display their find. Meaning they will go to the number on the board and write their equation that equals that number.

· Hand out worksheets. Allow students to work in pairs if needed. 

Summarize:


Talk with students about how some of the answers may have been different and yet they both were correct. Allow students to share the thought processes for how they came up with some of their answers. 

Apply:

· Students apply what they know about the operations x / + - in the activity. 

· Students can be told how the ability to do the types of problems on the worksheet can be used in real life. For example on a trip to the grocery store, you can use these skills to figure out how you can spend a certain amount of money.
