Materials: Probability spinners, scissors, writing material, worksheet, paper clips

Procedure:

1. Discuss how you woke up this morning and could not decide what color shirt you wanted to wear to school today. Get to the point that you deicded to do a test on a spinner with 20 spins. The most spins would be the color shirt you would wear.

2. Pass out the spinners. Show via projector how to spin the spinner.

3. Have the students keep tally in their math journal of the 20 spins.

4. Ask each student to make a tally on the board for which color shirt they got. (There will be the colors written on the board already).

5. Then have the class graph their answers.

6. Hand out the extension activity.

Extension Activity: There will be a worksheet on probability. The students should be able to answer all of the questions. There will be a given time the next day to answer questions on any unclear material.

Assessment: Checking the worksheet to make sure each student understands the concept.
